Food and yard waste in landfills emit 20% of the state's methane, a climate super pollutant 84 times more potent than carbon
dioxide. In compliance with state law, the City of Capitola is required to put all food scraps and yard trimmings in your green
organics container.

If it can be eaten or grown in a field or garden, it can be composted.
